Gazela Vinho Verde 
A really nifty wine from Portugal – light, fruity, 
refreshing, low in alcohol, and with a touch of fizz!  
This is a wonderful wine for summer picnics and 
sunny days on the deck.

Dubini Bianco 
This is a medium-bodied white from central Italy, 
made from 5 different grapes.  It has a moderate floral 
character along with notes of yellow apples and 
citrus.  This pairs well with cheese sauces and pasta, 
and also with lamb.

Lincourt Chardonnay 
A very interesting combination of two trends in 
Chardonnay making in the last twenty years.  This 
wine combines toast, butter, and oak notes from 
malolactic fermentation with tropical fruit flavors 
common in Santa Barbara – particularly mandarin 
orange and pineapple.

Urano Malbec Rosé 
You can make rosé from almost any red grape – so 
why not make one from Argentina’s ubiquitous 
Malbec?  This has an attractive bright cherry color, 
with a balanced mouthfeel and fresh fruit notes.  This 
is a dry rosé that is great with food when you feel like 
a lighter wine with dinner.

Fieldstone Merlot 
From family-owned vines in a select corner of the 
Alexander Valley; the rocky soils produce a deep, dark 
Merlot with as much extraction and body as most 
Cabernets.  Blackberry and red currant lead to a 
pleasing long, tannic finish.

Seraphicum Toscana 
Sangiovese and a dollop of Cabernet Sauvignon yields 
a Super-Tuscan with plenty of fruit married to a dash 
of spice and a long, supple tannic finish.  Wonderful 
with one of Bella Vino’s signature pizzas.

PGA Commissioner’s Cabernet Sauvignon 
This is a private reserve Cab from the Alexander 
Valley in northern Sonoma, vinted and bottled 
exclusively for the PGA.

Longhop Shiraz     NEW!
